The School policy on homework is:-   
a) Homework is to be regularly given, and will be  relevant to topics and subjects  studied at     school. 
b) Amount given may vary from a few minutes in the Junior School, to about thirty or forty minutes at the 
Y8 level. 
c)  Homework is reduced during Term 3 for pupils preparing for Calf Club 
d) NE to Y3 children have a reading book to take home most nights.  Other children will also have some 
form of homework most nights.  This may not necessarily be in a written form.  Teachers will send a letter 
home at the beginning of the year outlining the homework requirements for their particular class. 
e)  Teachers will do their best to make it clear, through the homework itself, just what the child is to do on 
any given night. 
f)  Homework set will be work that the child should be able to do him / herself, with materials brought 
from school or known to be readily available at home.  Parent interest in homework is not only welcome

§ Pupils are not permitted to be at school before 8:00am ð when 1st bus arrives.

may use the Senior Playground and back fields. 
§ The sandpit is for Years 0 ð 3.  Do not play in this area when the sandpit cover is on. 
§ Adult supervision and a mouth guard and shorts are required for contact games, and a 

change of clothes for sports on the field in winter months. 
§ If you are playing on the fields you are required to wear shorts. 
§ Jeans are not permitted. 
§ Jewellery is a watch and modest ear studs only. 
§ Only School approved sun hats are to be worn, and these must be worn when outside in 

Terms 1 & 4. 
§ Out of bounds areas are: 
  - The native tree area 
  - The garden areas behind Rm's 11&12, and Rm's 15&16 
  - Area between library, sports shed and cleaners shed. 
  - Over the chain fence at the rear of the field (this is due to the location of effluent lines). 
§ The area under the oak trees and around the monument is a designated òquietó area.  The 

monument is not to be climbed or sat upon. 
§ If you are  not catching a bus, and are being picked up by a parent / caregiver, please wait 

on the netball court area.
